The program, jointly administered and funded by the Fund for the Improvement of Postsecondary 
Education (FIPSE) and the European Commission's Directorate General for Education and Culture, 
provides grants for up to four years to add a European Community-United States dimension to 
international curriculum development and related student exchange. 
 
Ecole de Management Strasbourg FR (Robert Schuman University), Canisius College NY (US lead) 
and University of Antwerp BE (EU lead) will award dual Bachelors degrees, one from the US and one 
from the EU, in the field of international business. 
 
Participating students will each study at the other two institutions as well as the home institution. 
Each institution carefully coordinates its program with the other two so that the student is 
simultaneously fulfilling requirements of both degrees. The target is for 48 students, 24 from the US 
and 24 from the EU, to complete the dual degrees based on their study during the funding period. 
Intensive language and cultural study is required of all mobile students. Faculty mobility and 
development are an essential part of the project. 
 
Students from Ecole de Management Strasbourg will be awarded a €12,000 grant from the European
